Learning Assessment Procedure
The Elk Island Public School Learning Assessment Administrative Procedure (AP360) requires that “teachers shall ensure ongoing, meaningful, consistent and accurate assessment for all students.”  The assessment procedure is comprised of two types of assessment:  formative assessment and summative assessment. 

	Formative Assessment
· Ongoing, no-risk learning activities used with students to check for understanding and identify and close gaps in their learning.  Students begin to ask ‘what did I do wrong and how can I improve future work’?
· Will be visible in the PowerSchool portal but will not be used to determine the students final grade.
	Summative Assessment
· Assessment activities are the evidence used to determine student achievement in relation to the curricular outcomes.
· Will be visible in the PowerSchool portal and will be used to determine the students final grade.
· These assessments will be reported as a numeric grade (ie. percentage).

	· Science Worksheets
· Self Reflections / Journals / Exam Analysis (Assessment as learning)
· Labs
· Formative Quizzes

A reasonable amount of time is given in class for on task students to complete learning activities; allowing time in the evening to catch-up on missed work and for review.  
	· Summative Quizzes
· Unit Exams
· Non-Exam Based Assessments (NEBA)
· Skills Exam
· Final Exam or Provincial Achievement Test

Study tools will be provided in the forms of: concept maps, key terms, outcome checklists, and study guides to further assist students in their summative assessment activities.

	This assessment procedure typically requires summative assessments to be completed individually and in the classroom.  It also allows students to present their best understanding of the curriculum outcomes thus; improvements demonstrated in Unit Exam marks can override other quiz-based summative assessments for that unit.
